KIDS ARE HEADING BACK TO SCHOOL AND  

WINDERMERE’S LA QUINTA AGENTS ARE HELPING OUT

grade? For some children at Oasis School in Thermal, it’s time to start building those memories.

Sandy Beakey, the Broker for the La Quinta offices, recalls one of many special moments 

working with these kids.  “Included with each child’s bundle are some candy and other goodies. I 

asked one of the children if he had found his candy.  ‘Yes, and I’m going to take it home…the 

chocolate kisses and hugs are for my mother. I’m taking the cookie to my brother.’ I asked if he 

would like some more. ‘No, thank you,’ he said. ‘I’m fine.’   

 

Summer is a tough time for a lot of the families in the Coachella Valley; many of the jobs here 

are seasonal, and the La Quinta Windermere agents’ annual food drive helps these families make 

it through those leaner months. At Christmas, the agents ensure each of the kids receives a bag of 

toy gifts, items for the family, and other useful materials such as toothbrushes and toothpaste, 

contributed by dentists and others in the community.
